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Materials Needed

® Hooks

* Pins

* Beads

® Broken Jewelry

o Small Ziploc bags
» Needle Nose pliers
® Side cutters

* Round Nose pliers



How To Do It!

*Pick out some colorful beads taken from broken jewelry
Take your pin and put the beads on it

® Cut the pin to size in order for the earring to be the right length

Take your fish hook and slide the pin through the hole in the

bottom

o Use the round nose pliers to curve the pin so that the pin wont

fall out

o Take the needle nose pliers and clamp the curved pin
